The Truth We Cannot See 
 

I only pray out loud when I want my kids to hear what I’m saying. 
 

I know what you’re thinking — hypocrites in the synagogue and the street 
corner; go to your room and shut the door — but I think if Jesus had to raise 
children he would understand where I’m coming from. I pray out loud not 
because I want my kids to think I’m holy and not because I want them to 
admire me but because I want them to know how broken I am, how desper-
ately I rely on the mercy and love of God. 
 

It’s also a really effective way to send a message. “God, I’m sorry I’ve been 
losing my patience today. Please help me. And send your Holy Spirit to 
make these kids stop fighting.” 
 

Vocal prayer, in front of other people, is an incredibly vulnerable action, so it 
strikes me whenever Jesus chooses to pray out loud in front of his disciples. 
Surely, mental prayer was something of a perpetual state for him.
