Catholics and mainstream Christians are not immune to the fear
inspired by the concept of “The Rapture.” So before diving into
today’s Gospel, Mark 13:24-32 (also known as “The Little Apoc-
alypse”), let us first review what “The Rapture” is—and isn't.
First, “The Rapture” has no roots in Christian theology, historical
Church teachings, nor can it be supported by Scripture. The
idea originated with John Nelson Darby (1800-1882), a leader
in the Plymouth Brethren movement, who developed a frame-
work called “dispensationalism.” This system divided history into distinct periods or
“dispensations,” each marked by the way God interacted with humanity. Darby be-
lieved that the “final dispensation” would include a pre-tribulation Rapture, during
which “true believers” would be taken to heaven before a seven-year period of trib-
ulation on earth.

While Darby’s theology remained on the fringes during his lifetime, it gained traction
in 1909 when his ideas were incorporated into the Scofield Reference Bible. This
publication gave his entirely manufactured theology the appearance of an authorita-
tive, Bible-based doctrine. American Evangelical Protestants embraced this frame-
work and popularized it through tent revivals, radio, and television programs. By
1970, Hal Lindsey’s book The Late Great Planet Earth, based on Darby’s dispensa-
tional theology, brought the concept of the Rapture into mainstream culture. This
was followed by the Left Behind series of books and films, further embedding the
idea into popular culture and influencing far-right politics. (Continued on page 4...)

Los catélicos y los cristianos tradicionales no son inmunes al temor que inspira el
concepto de “El Rapto”. Por eso, antes de sumergirnos en el Evangelio de hoy,
Marcos 13:24-32 (también conocido como “El Pequefio Apocalipsis”), repasemos
primero qué es y qué no es “El Rapto”. En primer lugar, “El Rapto” no tiene raices
en la teologia cristiana ni en las ensefianzas histéricas de la Iglesia, ni puede ser
respaldado por las Escrituras. La idea se originé con John Nelson Darby (1800-
1882), un lider del movimiento de los Hermanos de Plymouth, quien desarrollé un
marco llamado “dispensacionalismo”. Este sistema dividia la historia en distintos
periodos o “dispensaciones”, cada una marcada por la forma en que Dios interac-
tuaba con la humanidad. Darby creia que la “dispensacion final” incluiria un Rapto,
durante el cual los “verdaderos creyentes” serian llevados al cielo antes de un pe-
riodo de siete afios de tribulacién en la tierra.

Aunque la teologia de Darby permanecioé al margen durante su vida, gané fuerza
en 1909 cuando sus ideas se incorporaron a la Biblia de Referencia Scofield. Esta
publicacion dio a la teologia totalmente inventada de Darby la apariencia de una
doctrina autorizada basada en la Biblia. Los protestantes evangélicos estadouni-
denses adoptaron este marco y lo popularizaron a través de avivamientos en car-
pas, programas de radio y television. En 1970, el libro de Hal Lindsey The Late
Great Planet Earth, basado en la teologia dispensacional de Darby, introdujo el
concepto del Rapto en la cultura dominante. A esto le siguio la serie de libros y
peliculas Left Behind, que incorpord atn mas la idea en la cultura popular e influyé
en la politica de extrema derecha.

Today’s Gospel introduces the concept of the “end times,” with vivid imagery: “The sun will be darkened, and the moon
will not give its light, and the stars will be falling from the sky, and the powers in the heavens will be shaken...” This is
followed by a period of divine judgment, where the Son of Man will render judgment on the living. These apocalyptic im-
ages are not unique to Christianity; they are drawn from Jewish apocryphal literature, written primarily between 200 BCE
and 100 CE. This literature emphasized divine judgment, the expectation of a heavenly hero (the Messiah) waging battle
against the forces of evil, and the ultimate reckoning. However, these writings were not predictions of future events but
veiled critiques of oppressive regimes, including the Babylonians, Persians, Greeks, and Romans.

For example, the Books of Daniel and Enoch used symbolic imagery—depicting these empires as beasts—to expose
corruption and inspire communities to prepare both spiritually and practically for an inevitable conflict. This apocalyptic
literature played a key role in preparing the Jewish people for the Maccabean Revolt (167-160 BCE), a successful upris-
ing against the Seleucid Empire that restored Jewish sovereignty in Judea for nearly a century.

By the first century CE, the Roman Empire had exerted full military and political control over Israel. Galilee, though rural
and politically weak, was a hotbed of resistance. Nationalist sentiments in the region, dating back to the second century
BCE, were inflamed by Roman taxation and land dispossession under puppet rulers like Herod Antipas. This unrest cul-
minated in a massive uprising that ended with the destruction of the Temple in 70 CE, around the time the Gospel of
Mark was written.

Understanding this context is crucial for interpreting today’s passage. The apocalyptic themes in Mark’s Gospel are
deeply tied to the socio-historical realities of Jesus’ life, set in a politically volatile Galilee under Roman occupation and
during a time of heightened Jewish resistance. Jesus was born amid widespread messianic expectations and ongoing
struggles over Jewish sovereignty. The Gospel of Mark, likely written shortly after the destruction of the Temple, reflects
an urgent theological response to the despair and upheaval experienced by Jewish and early Christian communities.

When we read this passage, let us not do so in fear, worrying that current events are harbingers of imminent terror. In-
stead, let us hear it as a reminder that God’s love will ultimately prevail over the threats of authoritarian power, offering
hope and assurance even in times of great uncertainty.

El Evangelio de hoy presenta el concepto de los “tiempos finales” con imagenes vivos: “El sol se oscurecera, y la luna
no dara su resplandor, y las estrellas caeran del cielo, y las potencias de los cielos seran sacudidas...”. A esto le sigue
un periodo de juicio divino, donde el Hijo del Hombre juzgara a los vivos. Estas imagenes apocalipticas no son exclusi-
vas del cristianismo; proceden de la literatura judia, escrita principalmente entre el 200 a.C. y el 100 d.C. Esta literatura
hacia hincapié en el juicio divino, la expectativa de un héroe celestial (el Mesias) que librara una batalla contra las fuer-
zas del mal y el ajuste de cuentas final. Sin embargo, estos escritos no eran predicciones de acontecimientos futuros,
sino criticas veladas a regimenes opresivos, incluidos los babilonios, los persas, los griegos y los romanos.

Por ejemplo, los libros de Daniel y Enoc utilizaron imagenes simbdlicas (que representaban a estos imperios como bes-
tias) para exponer la corrupcion e inspirar a las comunidades a prepararse tanto espiritual como practicamente para un
conflicto inevitable. Esta literatura apocaliptica desemperié un papel clave en la preparacion del pueblo judio para la
Revuelta de los Macabeos (167-160 a.C.), un levantamiento exitoso contra el Imperio que restauré la soberania judia
en Judea durante casi un siglo.

En el siglo 1 d.C., el Imperio romano habia ejercido un control militar y politico total sobre Israel. Galilea, aunque rural y
politicamente débil, era un foco de resistencia. Los sentimientos nacionalistas en la regién, que se remontan al siglo Il
a.C., se vieron inflamados por los impuestos romanos y la desposesion de tierras bajo gobernantes titeres como Hero-
des Antipas. Este malestar culminé en un levantamiento masivo que termindé con la destruccién del Templo en el afio 70
d.C., aproximadamente en la época en que se escribi6 el Evangelio de Marcos.

Comprender este contexto es crucial para interpretar el pasaje de hoy. Los temas apocalipticos del Evangelio de Mar-
cos estan profundamente vinculados a las realidades de la vida de Jesus, ambientada en una Galilea politicamente vo-
latil bajo la ocupacion romana y durante una época de mayor resistencia judia. Jesus nacié en medio de expectativas
mesianicas generalizadas y luchas continuas por la soberania judia. El Evangelio de Marcos, probablemente escrito
poco después de la destruccion del Templo, refleja una respuesta teolégica urgente a la desesperacion y la agitacion
que experimentaron las comunidades judias y cristianas primitivas.

Cuando leamos este pasaje, no lo hagamos con miedo, pensando que los acontecimientos actuales son presagios de
un terror inminente. Escuchémoslo, en cambio, como un recordatorio de que el amor de Dios prevalecera en ultima ins-
tancia sobre las amenazas del poder autoritario, ofreciendo esperanza y seguridad incluso en tiempos de gran incerti-
dumbre.
